SAIRANG IN MIZORAM, a lav-
ishly green mountainous town
with meandering streams, has
always been quiet — until Sat-
urday, when a crimson red
train chugged through.

The Sairang-Anand Vihar
Rajdhani Express was the first
torunin thestateasPrime Min-
ister Narendra Modi inaugu-
rated the ambitious 51.38-km
Bairabi-Sairangrailline,linking
the state capital Aizawl to the
Indian Railways network.“It’sa
lifeline of transformation,” the
PM said as he flagged off the
trainviavideo conference from
LengpuiAirport.

People had come to Sairang,
20kmfromAizawl,from farand
wide to witness the shrill horn
sounded fromthe Rajdhaniasit
started to chug towards Bairabi
— a historic moment,a procla-
mation by the Railways that it
had fulfilled its decades-old
promise to bring Aizawl on its
grid. Aizawl is now the fourth
state capital in the Northeast
with a rail link, after Guwahati,
Agartalaand Itanagar.

A STAR-STUDDED WHAT-
SAPP group of Bhiwani’s box-
ing stalwarts hasbeen buzzing
since early Sunday morning
with congratulatory messages
for three-time national cham-
pion Parminder Lamboriya,
whose niece, Jasmine Lam-
boriya, upheld the region’s
proud boxing legacy by win-
ning the gold medal in the 57-
kgweight categoryatthe 2025
World Boxing Championships
in Liverpool, England, early on
Sunday morning (India time).

Among the first to send a
text applauding the tall 24-
year-old, who stunned Paris
Olympic silver medalist Julia
Szeremeta of Poland with a
commanding 4-1 verdict, was
Bhiwani's most famous son —
the 2008 Beijing Games
bronze medalist Vijender
Singh.OlympiansAkhil Kumar
and Jai Bhagwan, too, wel-
comed the latest entrant to
Bhiwani’s Hall of Fame with
happy emojis.

Not too far from Bhiwani,
another Haryana district was
readying for festivities.
Minakshi Hooda, another
lanky 24-year-old from Rurkee
Kiloivillage in Rohtak district,
climbed to the top of the
podiumatLiverpoolin the 48-
kg category, out-punching
Paris Olympics bronze medal-
list Nazym Kyzaibay from
Kazakhstan,later in the day.

For Minakshi,whose father
ferries passengers in his sec-
ond-hand auto-rickshaw in
Rohtak to make ends meet, it
was a fairytale ending. “Meri
chhori duniya jeetegi. (My
daughter will conquer the
world),” her father, Srikrishna,
said after her win in the quar-
ter-finals earlier.  And
Minakshi,a constablewith the
Indo Tibetan Border Police
(ITBP),did exactly that.

Back in Bhiwani, Parmin-
der, was happy that Jasmine
achieved what he couldn't. He
is excited that his famous
friends reached out to him.
